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From the Vicar

Whereas I'm not a huge horror film fan |
have to admit that | am drawn to some of
the metaphorical realities that they
explore. And so, in this Easter season, it
may seem a bit odd to speak about one of
my favourite groups of horror baddies,
zombies. Lately there have been movies
that have zombiesque baddies ("I am
Legend" or "28 Days/\Weeks Later™).
These baddies are different because they
move fast. They aren't actually undead.
They're infected with a virus or something
which makes them look like zombies, but
they aren't zombies. The comedian Simon
Pegg (who was behind the brilliant "zom-
rom-com"” movie "Shaun of the Dead")
wrote about the key differences between
real and apparent zombies a couple of
years ago in a national newspaper. He
called for a return to traditional zombie
values (in movies). He writes, "Zombies
are our destiny writ large. Slow and steady
in their approach, weak, clumsy, often
absurd, the zombie relentlessly closes in,
unstoppable, intractable.” Zombies are a
metaphor (one of the most powerful
among many metaphors) for our struggle
against death. We may run from it, but it
pursues us, slowly but surely.

Death hangs over many people like such a
dark figure of horror. | asked one of my
normally bright and cheerful younger
classes about some of the things they
feared, and one of my students
surprisingly said death, because he didn't
like the thought of non-being. This
showed a rather advanced reflection on
such things. But reflection upon death
becomes unavoidable. No matter how
healthy and strong we are eventually we
fall ill, we getold and creaky. It does seem
that some of the signs of the approach of

death are as absurd as they are
distressing.

One of the things from Simon Pegg's
movie that | found particularly funny
(and it was certainly intentionally so) was
that at the beginning Pegg's character
cannot distinguish between real zombies,
and the bored and listless people trudging
to work. This brings up another aspect of
zombie metaphor. What does it mean to
be alive? Many people are living-dead.
Trudging through life, slowly, without
direction or hope.

Our lives can either prefigure eternal life
or eternal death.

And so | come, not unexpectedly, to
Easter. In one of the main Easter readings
Paul exhorts the Christians in Colossus to
"cast off the old self with its evil deeds,
and put on the new, which is being
refashioned unto knowledge according to
the image of its creator”. The 'old self' has
a lot in common with the zombie. Both
are dead instead of alive, both are bent on
destruction, both are corrupt and
decaying, rather than pure and full of life.
Each of us has little bits of zombie in us
which try and come out and do damage to
ourselves and those around us. Christians
are called to cast it off, and instead live
renewed and reborn lives by the power of
the Holy Spirit, and to be increasingly
refashioned into the image of our creator,
who isabundant lifeand joy.

But for anyone who is afraid of death,
who fears its slow and relentless pursuit
of all our hopes and dreams, Easter
presents us with immense hope. Because
Christ has risen, because he has
conquered death, we no longer need to
