Thought for the month Septemeber 2010
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A big Thank You
A bit of local history to start with this
month. New College Hall was designed in
1863 by the great Victorian architect
William Butterfield who was a famed
exponent of the English Gothic Revival.
NCH served as an additional lecture hall
and library for the students of St Bees
Theological College. The original hall
('Old College Hall') was in what had been
the chancel of the Priory Church. There
were 86 students living in lodgings in the
village that year who contributed greatly
to the local economy. Not as many as in
the peak years of 1850-51 when there
were 130 but by 1863 there were several
other training establishments for clergy in
England competing for student numbers.
Work on NCH started in July with the
laying of a concrete floor two feet thick.
By the end of October the roof was on and
the hall was ready for use a fortnight later.
To complete a building of this size and
quality in just four months is testimony to
the energy, drive and skills of our
Victorian forebears.
Not on the same scale but, I think, equally
impressive have been the efforts of a small
band of volunteers led by Ian McAndrew
who started work on Monday 16 August
renovating the interior of the lower hall.
Everything was removed from the walls
and windows, repairs made to the
plasterwork, the woodwork sanded, some
re-wiring done, scaffolding erected,
curtains cleaned and re-hung, the ceiling,
walls and woodwork painted, the floor
sanded and stained, and some new kitchen
equipment installed. The whole job was
done in a fortnight. 200 or more
man/woman hours of work were given
saving the PCC thousands of pounds.

It is a fine example of what is known in
Church circles as 'Stewardship': people
givingfreelyof their time and talents. The
result of their labours (for which we owe
them a huge Thank You)) is a much
brighter and more attractive venue for the
many groups in the parish that meet there.
It also opens up new possibilities such as
starting some Church-based youth work
there.
The speedy completion of this long-
needed piece of work is a sign that the
Priory congregation is in very good heart,
despite being without a Vicar; there is a
strong core of committed members who
are keen to see growth and progress in
Church life.
Another expression of this is the
preparation we are making to contact
everyone in the parish in connection with
the nationwide initiative known as 'Back
to Church Sunday' on the last Sunday in
September. Average church attendance
here on that Sunday in recent years has
been about 112; we hope to see many
more of you on the 26 in the Priory. And
do come and have a look at NCH and the
photo exhibitionof the work.

During that
tour 37 of their comrades were killed in action and 167 were seriously wounded. To date
