From The Ministry Team 

I used to grumble that I had no shoes until I met a man who had no feet 

Every time I lose my glasses and grope round trying to find them I am truly grateful to 
Fra Allessandro della Spina, who, it says in his obituary in 1313, “was a good & modest 
man, who was able to reproduce any made object he saw with his own eyes. He himself 
made eyeglasses, which another person had first made without sharing the secret, & 
showed everyone else how to do so with an open & joyful heart.” 

Long ago we had a very primitive cottage in the west of Ireland. Every time we boarded 
the ferry home I would go to the Ladies, put my hands under the tap and for a while be 
truly grateful for hot running water. 

But how often do we fully appreciate the everyday wonders of modern life with which 
we are surrounded? 

It is not just the modern conveniences that we so often take for granted. 

Last month the Bible reading notes that I use were written by Maggie Sandilands who is 
a Humanitarian Aid worker by profession. She is not big and strong but skinny and weak 
and she has worked in the Congo and Afghanistan. 

She wrote “ one strange  blessing I’ve found in the difficult times is a heightened 
appreciation of small everyday things that otherwise are so easy to take for granted…..in 
Kabul the security situation was very restrictive. Expats were not allowed to walk in the 
streets because of the risk of kidnap or attacks….I think my leg muscles actually 
atrophied over the two years. When I got home, just being able to walk down the 
street without fear suddenly felt like an unimaginable freedom.” 

In another day’s notes she wrote ‘I am really not a morning person. When I worked in 
Congo I found the daily early morning prayer meetings in the office very 
difficult…….Most of my Congolese colleagues, singing so loudly, had grown up in 
refugee camps surrounded by a brutal war….. So what do you say to God in the middle 
of a war zone. The Congolese had a simple answer: every morning, whoever led the 
prayers would start by thanking God that we were alive. I was humbled because it was 
meant literally. In a country with high child mortality rates, endemic violence, and an 
absence of any functioning health care system, people thanked God for just surviving the 
night.In the General Thanksgiving it says ‘Almighty God, Father of all mercies, …We 
bless you for our creation, preservation, and all the blessings of this life;… 

Whether we believe in God or not let us rejoice in ‘all the blessings of this life’ and be 
grateful for them.

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Stephen Morris walking achievement 
CUMBRIAN endurance and keep-fit fanatic Stephen Morris has just completed 25,000 
miles of road walking – the equivalent of going around the world – to show that being 
blind doesn’t have to hold you back. Stephen, of St Bees, set himself the challenge after 
being diagnosed with optic neuropathy in 1990. 

He started logging his mileage on May 6, 1991 and completed his epic 25,000-mile 
challenge on February 6 this year – having worn out 26 white canes and 10 pairs of 
boots in the process. He was thrilled he was able to complete it in under 15 years. 
Stephen walked 24,750 miles solo, and did the other 250 miles with friends for charity. 
He averaged about 1,800 miles a year. “I’m not going to give up walking, but I’m going 
to do it for pleasure rather than for endurance now,” he said. 

A former instrument mechanic at Sellafield, Stephen lost almost all his sight when he 
was 31. “First one eye went as I was out cycling one day. Then the second eye went. 
Now all I see is a greeny-yellow fog and faint shadows,” he said. 

He started walking with the support of social mobility walkers and once he realised he 
could go out and walk a mile on his own, he started to log his mileage, recording it first 
on a dictaphone and then on a computer. 

He also logs his swimming achievements, and clocked up 250 miles in local pools 
between 1998-2004. He added: “I would like to say to anyone losing their sight, do not 
despair, get all the training and help available and you will soon adapt and discover your 
true potential.”

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From the Parish Council 
Beach Rd – Abbots Way footpath 
Plans to improve the footpath which links the Beach estate with Beach Rd have moved a 
step closer as Copeland Community Fund has agreed to help with the funding required. 
Thank you to everyone who took the time to provide letters and emails of support for the 
grant application.  

 Cumbria County Council has agreed to provide 50% of the project cost and the parish 
council will be making a contribution from its own funds. The parish lengthsman will be 
helping with the preparatory ground work and we hope to muster a team of volunteers to 
help with the digging out and to act as banksmen whilst work is taking place.  

 The plan is to lay a flexi-pave surface which will be usable in all weathers and will be 
suitable for prams and pushchairs. New staggered barriers will be installed to prevent 
children running into the road. It is hoped that the work can take place in the next 2-3 
months. The footpath will need to be closed for a short period whilst the new surface is 
laid but every effort will be made to keep disruption to a minimum.

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The Two Lancelot Bells   

We have in the History Group's care a bronze Memorial Plaque inscribed to Lancelot 
Thomas Bell. It bears the words “HE DIED FOR FREEDOM AND HONOUR”. Some 
five inches across, it is one of well over a million such plaques presented to grieving 
families after World War One. These plaques, sometimes called “Dead Man's Pennies”, 
are still held in honour in many families as reminders of the sacrifices of a century ago. 

Some who pause at our St. Bees Memorials are puzzled that the name L.T. Bell appears 
twice – once for each of the World Wars. Although our two Lancelot Thomas Bells never 
met, they were in fact uncle and nephew. The first was born at Howman, St. Bees in 
1884. His father was an iron ore miner, and when the war started Lancelot was a Carter 
at Sandwith's Town Head Farm. He lost no time in joining the 1st. Borders; he went with 
them to the Dardanelles and was killed in action at Gallipoli at the age of thirty-one. 

Five months later, the second Lancelot Thomas Bell was born at the Oddfellows' Arms 
here. Named in his uncle's memory, he grew up to become a skilled coach trimmer and 
upholsterer in the bus company's employ. In 1940, aged twenty-two, he married twenty-
one years old Elizabeth Birket of Whitehaven, and they made their home at 1, Croft 
Foot. Soon afterwards Lancelot was called up for the Navy. 

As an Able Seaman, “Lant” Bell (as he was known in the village) served on the armed 
tanker “Empire Gem”. In 1942 she was on a course from Texas to Nova Scotia, carrying 
11000 tons of petroleum spirit, before joining a convoy for the Atlantic crossing. But just 
off North Carolina she was attacked by the German U-boat U-66; a torpedo striking her 
stern and igniting the fuel. Soon the stern was an inferno. The crew fought the spreading 
fire for several hours but eventually the ship broke in two and both parts went to the 
bottom. Of the fifty-seven on board, two survived. Lant Bell was not one of them.    

Four months after the sad news reached St. Bees, Lant's widow Elizabeth gave birth to a 
daughter, Jacqueline. It is to Jacqueline that I am grateful for much of this information, 
and for sight of family photographs and documents . Though so young a widow, 
Elizabeth never remarried. Jacqueline told me that she kept Lant's photograph in her 
handbag up to the day of her death.

Olaug Park, who died on July 4th, was a vivacious, multi-talented , special person. 
She had an important Christian influence on the parish of St. Bees, since she arrived 
at the Vicarage in 1971.  

A favourite saying of Olaug's was 'Where there is heart room there is hearth room." 
Even though she had three young children, she certainly lived by that sentiment and 
always had time for others. The Vicarage was open house for all; from providing 
regular teas for St. Bees school boys to giving meals, overnight stays and inviting 
people to share important festivals.  

Caring for others did not stop at her doorstep; she gave practical help to anyone in 
need, including calling in with a homemade loaf  and support when anyone was ill. 

Olaug unobtrusively supported Trevor in his pastoral work. In addition, she took an 
active part in parish life. The Mother's Union and Young Wives meetings were held 
in the Vicarage. Furthermore, Olaug founded the weekly Prayer Group, which 
continues to this day. Her strong, firm faith made her a compassionate kind person 
who offered friendship to whomever she met.  

Olaug enjoyed singing, baking delicious cakes, creating a wonderful garden and 
telling stories of her Norwegian childhood, which entertained and interested us all. 
She had great skills in handicrafts including; embroidery, dress making and knitting. 
She was happy to share these gifts and she taught us her skills through the classes she 
held in the Vicarage- especially Norwegian knitting.  

Since retirement Trevor and Olaug returned to St. Bees and have been very much 
part of parish life. Despite suffering poor health- three strokes and more- Olaug 
regularly attended church, Prayer Group, Priory Fellowship and Pop In.  

In recent months, she spent a lot of time in hospital but she faced it all with great 
courage. Her long standing happy marriage helped her to cope and she was deeply 
appreciative of Trevor's continuing dedicated support.  

Olaug was a warm and caring person and she personified the Christian quote that 'We 
are our message.' She was a positive influence on our lives and we give thanks for 
her life and the happy memories that will always remain with us.   Dorothy Warbrick
